Village in the territory of Garadok Rajon, Viciebsk Voblasc, destroyed together with
the inhabitants by German Nazi invaders during the Great Patriotic War.

It was located 1 km southeast of Lapciowka village, the Virawlia Rural Council. Before
the war, 51 people had lived in the village.

In November 1942, during the Monkey Cage punitive operation, the Hitlerites killed
20 inhabitants and burned the village (17 homesteads).

It was not revived after the war.

The village is immortalised in the Hatyn memorial complex.
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
