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Kapatkievichy, monument to the compatriots who died during the Great Patriotic War

Kapatˈkievichy

Urban settlement in Pietrykaw Rajon, Gomiel Voblasc, on the Pcich River. 37 km north-east
of Pietrykaw town, 179 km from Gomiel, 244 km from Minsk, 18 km from the Pcich railway
station (on the Kalinkavichy-Luniniec line); connected by highways with Pietrykaw,
Akciabrski and the Gomiel — Brest highway.

Until 1938, miastechka (small town).

In 1924–1931 and 1935–1962, centre of Kapatkievichy Rajon.

In 1939, Kapatkievichy had 2,417 inhabitants.

During the Great Patriotic War
Kapatkievichy was invaded on August 1, 1941. German Nazi invaders destroyed the urban
settlement, killed 2,869 civilians and 28 war prisoners in the rajon, including 112 people
in Kapatkievichy, with 12 Jews among them who were burned alive in March
1942 at the Jewish cemetery.

The Kapatkievichy Underground Rajon Committee of the Communist Party (Bolsheviks)
of Belarus and Kapatkievichy Underground Rajon Committee of the Leninist Young
Communist League of Belarus; the 25th P. K. Ponomarenko Partisan Brigade, 121st
A. F. Bragin Partisan Brigade, 123rd Akciabrski the 25th anniversary of the BSSR Partisan
Brigade, 125th Kapatkievichy Partisan Brigade, 210th Kapatkievichy Partisan Brigade;
the Partisan Detachment under I. S. Gubin, Partisan Detachment under A. F. Sarafanov,
Headquarters Partisan Detachment operated in the rajon; the “Bolshevik” («Большэвік»)
underground newspaper, i.e. the body of the Kapatkievichy Underground Rajon Committee
of the Communist Party (Bolsheviks) of Belarus, was published.

Partisan detachments under A. I. Dalidovich and “Chyrvony Kastrychnik” (red October)
on January 17, 1942, defeated the enemy garrison in Kapatkievichy (see Kapatkievichy
Battle of 1942).
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Kapatkievichy was liberated on June 30, 1944, by the soldiers of the 76th Guards Rifle
Division (major general A. V. Kirsanov) of the 114th Rifle Corps (major general
D. E. Krasilnikov) of the 70th Army of the 1st Belarusian Front during the Operation
Bagration of 1944.

In Kapatkievichy, there are:

grave of fascism victims with a monument raised on it;

monument to the compatriots who died during the Great Patriotic War.
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
