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Glusk (Monument to the victims of fascism on Myslocina Hill)

Glusk

Urban settlement, centre of Glusk Rajon, Magiliow Voblasc, on the Pcich River. 168 km
southwest of Magiliow, 179 km from Minsk, 27 km from the Ratmiravichy railway station
(on the Babrujsk — Akciabrski line); it is connected by highways with Babrujsk, Staryja
Darogi, Liuban, and Akciabrski.

Until 1938, it was a miastechka (small town).

In 1939, Glusk had 5,125 inhabitants.

During the Great Patriotic War

Glusk was invaded by German Nazis on June 28, 1941.

At the beginning of July 1941, in the Glusk area, in a hostile environment, units of the 24th
Samara-Ulyanovsk Iron Rifle Division under the command of major general K. N. Galitskij
fought mercilessly.

In July 1941, the Combined Cavalry Group (32nd, 43rd and 47th Cavalry divisions) under
the command of colonel general O. I. Gorodovikov conducted a 12-day raid in the rear

of the 2nd German Army. Having defeated the Hitlerite regiment located in Glusk, the 32nd
Cavalry Division occupied the urban settlement on July 24. The soldiers of the 214th
Airborne Brigade, operating behind enemy lines, exploded a bridge across the Pcich River
near Glusk and destroyed the Nazi garrison.

During their military invasion, the German Nazis killed more than 3 thousand civilians

in Glusk and its area; 1,482 people were taken to hard labour to Germany. In Glusk during
1941-1943, the Hitlerites executed about 2 thousand (according to other sources,

3 thousand) Jews.

In Glusk and the area nearby, the Glusk Underground Rajon Committee of the Communist
Party (Bolsheviks) of Belarus and Glusk Underground Rajon Committee of the Leninist

Young Communist League of Belarus, the 99th D. T. Guliaev Partisan Brigade, 100th Glusk
Partisan Brigade, 121st A. F. Bragin Partisan Brigade, 123rd Akciabrski the 25th
Anniversary of the BSSR Partisan Brigade, 161st G. I. Kotovskij Partisan Brigade, 225th
Partisan Brigade, 258th V. V. Kujbyshev Partisan Brigade, the Glusk Partisan Detachment
operated there; the Sotsyjalistychnaja Vioska («CompismicTeigHas BECKa»; lit. 'socialist
village') underground newspaper, i.e. the body of the Glusk Underground Rajon Committee
of the Communist Party (Bolsheviks) of Belarus, was published.

Glusk was liberated on June 27, 1944 by soldiers of the 96th (major general

S. N. Kuznetsov) and 50th (major general A. S. Vladychanskij) Guards Rifle divisions

of the 28th Army, 19th Mechanised Brigade (colonel V. V. Ershov) and 10th Guards Cavalry
Division (colonel M. S. Paprykajla) of the Cavalry-Mechanised Group during the Babrujsk
offensive of 1944. On June 27-28, 1944, the 100th Glusk, 121th A. F. Bragin, 161st

G. L. Kotovskij and 258th V. V. Kujbyshev Partisan brigades captured the crossing

over the Pcich in the Glusk area and held it until the approach of Soviet troops.

In Glusk, there are:

e mass grave of Soviet patriots, graves of fascism victims with the monuments raised on
them;

¢ the Military Glory memorial complex, devoted to fellow countrymen who died during
the Great Patriotic War;

e monuments to the fascism victims at the place of the execution of 3 thousand Glusk
Jews and Soviet war prisoners on the Myslocina Hill;

e Alley of Fame.

In 1975, a bust of fellow countryman, twice Hero of the Soviet Union S. F. Shutaw was
moved to Glusk from Dvarec village, Glusk Rajon.
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
